Jackets and Sweaters: Please put your child’s name
in their jackets and sweaters. It is very confusing for
the children and staff when they are trying to find a
jacket or sweater and cannot find it because there
are no names in them. Please do not send umbrellas
to school. The children do not get a chance to use
them and they are forgotten and left behind at
school. 
Sick Children: Children MUST stay home for 24
hours after a fever subsides. If your child is sent
home with a fever one day, they cannot return to
school the next day. The fever MUST be gone for 24
hours without the use of fever-reducing
medications, before your child can return to school.
